I have always been horse
crazy.  No story-book dolls for me.
Favorite heroines: Annie Oakley and
Dale Evans: favorite toys, horse
figurines;  favorite books and author,
Walter Farley; favorite movie,
National Velvet.

My mother spent her entire
life thinking I would “out grow”
this...horse thing.  At eleven my father
decided he needed to buy me a
horse...I was ruining his golf game.

When I was first married in
1964 we bought a farmette; and within
no time it was the Kansas version of
the Kentucky Horse Park.  There was
a Morgan gelding, Paint mare, Irish
Conamera, Welsh Mountain Pony,
Tennessee Walker gelding, and a
beautiful grey half-Arab gelding.

That same year the Paint mare
was bred to a purebred Arab. The
Greater Kansas City Arabian Horse
Club was established and I have the
distinction of being the only surviving
active foundation member.

In 1973 I attended my first US
Nationals in Oklahoma City.  Back
then all the stallions came into ring at
the sametime.  The friend that was
with me owned a beautiful grey Real
McCoy Son, Taj McCoy.  She kept
saying...”just wait, just you wait”.
When Khemosabi came in the
ring....I’ll quote one of the two judges,
Don Burt.  “Just stand him up there
and if he doesn’t fall over dead,
you’ve got it made.”  (Quote taken
from the Arabian Horse World, July
1997).

At that moment my life-long
love of horses was defined:  Arabian
Horse Breeder.

I want to quote again from the
Arabian Horse World, July 1997.  Bert
Husband at the foaling of
Khemosabi...”I could tell that his
structure was good and that he was
strong. Even with the white - not
popular in those days- I thought he
was good, a product of breeding what
I believed to be the best mare to the
best sire I could.”

When Spatts was foaled, April
1, 1987 (I thought he was an April
Fool’s joke) I commented to his
breeder...”where did the black come
from? (Both his sire and dam are
grey)...and oh! what a shame, all that
white!” Not only did he have high
white stockings in back, socks in front;
but a detached large lightning shaped
spot on his left front knee.  Hidden on
his belly, is a long streak of white that
runs between his forelegs down the
center of his breast bone, then there
are those silver dollar sized spots in
front of his sheath.  A description of
his private parts, well I won’t embar-
rass him.  Your mares will just have to
come see for themselves.

At four months old, I pur-
chased him; inspite of his white.  How
could I possibly let some white hairs
blind me?  Eventhough he is Egyptian
Related according to the grandfathered
defintion of the Pyramid Society...both
the fraternal and maternal grandsires
must be recognized Straight Egyptian
stallions.  It was his Khemosabi look,

his great-grandsire
that had me
hooked.

As a show
horse, Spatts was
in one yearling
colt class.  He did
not place.  I had
the trainer ask the
judge why he did
not use him. “ Oh,
it was  all that
white.  His
detached white
mark was the real
killer. Other than
that he was a great
colt, the judge just
never would have
bred a mare to
him; because he
did not want that
white to show up.”

As a
breeding stallion,
he is also just like
his great-

grandsire,
Khemo.  As
Gladys Brown
Edwards noted in
a 1983 feature:
“Khemo seems
dominant enough
to disregard the
pedigree and
appearance of his
mates, rubber-
stamping one
beautiful replica
after another. As
a sire and in
tribute to his all-
American
“melting pot”
pedigree of
Polish, Crabbet,
Hungarian,
Egyptian and
desert lines via
Kellogg, McCoy,
Babson, and
Davenport

breeding programs.
Now finally, thanks to the

Sabino Arabian Horse Registry, a
purebred Arabian can be appreciated
for beauty, style, balance, and great
color which  includes not only random
spots; but a pinto pattern as well.

We should not be prejudiced
about coat color or markings when it
comes to selecting a worthy indi-
vidual.  I believe a breeder’s responsi-
bility is the quest for the quintessential
form-to-function Arabian. Following
the good ethical moral practices of
selecting animals with good healthy
constitutions and longevity.

Breeding for the Sabino gene
one must be careful to keep in mind
the individual is the most important
criteria.  Color should always be icing
on the cake, not the reason for baking
the cake. Color genetics require a well
educated gourmet chef not a cook.
With a horse it is difficult to through
the mistake out and start over.  SCIDS,
a lethal gene, already exists in the
Arabian Horse Breed.
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My hope is that Spatts can play a role in the
development of the Sabino Arabian Horse Registry.
With only 3000 plus Arabian horses registered during
2005, SAHR, has an opportunity to make an important
impact on the prejudice regarding spotted purebred
Arabs and on the industry overall.  By adopting the
practice that only horses that are tested SCID clear are
approved for registration. SAHR, can become the
Arabian horses’ advocate for future generations;
assuring that they are making every honest effort to
protect owners and horses alike from perpetuating the
inheritance of  a lethal gene.

Spatts has proven to be as dominant as his
great-grand sire.  He is homozygous black, has never
produced a chestnut; and consistantly puts his stamp on
his foals: Balance, movement, tail-carriage, great color,
the white stockings.  He possesses all the important
qualities you want in a sire:  a gentleman with just the
right amount of attitude, has produced a remarkable
percentage of champions in all divisions regardless of
the mare... her pedigree or breed.  No matter what has
been the fad, or what is in vogue his foals have been
able stand up with the best,  against the best and win on
their own merit.

Going Back In Time
There are many arabian articles

and many arabian writers.  This issue we
are revisiting some of the writings on  the
“parti-color” arabian, now known as the
Sabino Arabian.  Start digging around in
some of your old arabian books.  I think
you’ll be suprised on what you’ll find
written about color of the arabian.

“Know The Arabian Horse”,
written by Gladys Brown Edwards and
printed in 1977, touches on colors and
conformation.

“While it is true that the usual
colors are bay, grey, chestnut, and occa-
sionally black, the vastly increased number
of purebred Arabians being produced (over
6,000 yearly) has increased the number, if
not proportion, of unusual markings.  In
fact, it seemingly puts it back, at the varied

percentage seen long ago in Arabia, when
the numbers were incredibly large.  To be
taken with a grain of salt, is the story of a
kink of Yemen, who in 120 A.D. was
warned of a possible break in the Marib
dam and consequently fled with “eighty
thousand parti-colored and white-footed
horses.”  Even if several zeros were
dropped from this figure, it admits the
presence of parti-colors in the breed.
Egyptian paintings and Assyrian frescoes
bear out the presence of this pattern in
earlier centuries, so it would not be
surprising that the ancestral stock in Arabia
would also show variety.  Statements that
Arabians are “never parti-color” are wrong,
attributed to a lack of historical knowledge
and refusal to believe very conspicuous
evidence.”

This is just one excerpt from her
book.  Get a hold of a copy and feast your
eyes!

I had the priviledge of chatting on
the phone with Phyllis Donaldson who
wrote an article for the Arabian Horse
Times when they called requesting that she
did so.  Can you imagine that, they actually
wanted her to write the article.  And she
said that she got absolutely no negative
responses from that article.

She also went on to say that she
had had hundreds of people talk to her or
send her information on their “parti-
colored” arabians.  It looks like we’ve only
scratched the surface.

Phyllis Donaldson’s article and
another by Arlene Magid are featured in
this issue.  It’s just the beginning.  If you
uncover any articles or excerpts from a
book please share them with us and the rest
of our readers.

Seeing Spots?  Here Come the Pinto Purebreds
by  Arlene Magid

Pinto Markings on Arabians are
actually a very ancient trait, as they might
have served as camouflage in the desert
much the same way as the camouflage worn
by American soldiers in Vietnam allowed
them to blend into the jungle foliage there.
The Bedouins did not select against pinto
markings, and they are found in many
bloodlines today.  With the recent advent of
popularity for partbred pintos, including
Pintabians and National Show Horses, the
timing seems right for a discussion of the
bloodlines that produce pinto markings in
purebreds today.  Those who enjoy a horse
with a great deal of color may then select
the bloodlines that produce it, and those
who wish to stay with less loudly marked
animals can be aware of the bloodlines that
might produce more white than desired.

For many years after the Arabian
Horse Registry was founded in America,
chestnut was the most popular color in the
breed, and it is in chestnuts that pinto
markings are seen most often, bays not
seeming to have the same tendency to high
white and outcrop body spots.  Many greys
have such markings as well, though one
must wet them down to see them.  The early
pinto-marked horses were accepted by the

Registry, but unfortunately a tremendous
prejudice begain against them from some
breeders of the day and those who gov-
erned the show ring.  Until the 1980s a
horse with “excessive white” (i.e. pinto
markings) was to be penalized in halter
classes, though it could compete in
performance without prejudice against its
coloration.  The rules were changed at last,
and now the more colorful Arabians can
compete in halter with their less exotic
colored peers.

Pinto markings were not uncom-
mon in the early years of Arabian breeding
in America, chiefly due to the importation
of large numbers of horses from England’s
Crabbet Stud, where high white and body
spots were not looked upon with disfavor.
The great breeding stallion Abu Farwa
(Rabiyas x *Rissletta) was of nearly all
Crabbet breeding, and a number of his get
sported pinto markings.  Abu Farwa had a
full sister, Rossletta, born in 1951.  She
was not only pinto but heavily roaned, and
although registered at the time of her
youth, it was later decided to cancel her
papers due to her highly unusual colora-
tion.  She was given to Anna Best Joder, a
breeder in Colorado, who bred to her to

chestnut stallion with minimal white and
registered the offspring as Half-Arabians.
None of the foals displayed their dam’s
exotic markings, so the cancellation of her
papres was an unfortunate waste of a fine
broodmare’s ability to contribute to the
breed.  Rossletta was a lovely individual

Sparklplenty, owned by Mike and
Joan Cavolina of Sunset Hill Farm

in Clovis , CA.
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very much like her full sister Joanna, who
became a significant broodmare in her own
right.

A modern example of the pinto
trend in Crabbet breeding combined with
lavish markings from his Polish/Egyptian
dam is the yearling colt Sparklplenty,
owned by Mike and Joan Cavolina of
Sunset Hill Farm in Clovis, CA.  He is by
the CMK stallion Aulrab (Aurab x
Alarieha) out of the *Bask granddaughter
Secret Flame, a daughter of Bask Flame
(who is double *Bask) and the Shaikh Al
Badi daughter Legendary Nahdeen, who is
a roan herself and has high white on her
legs.  Sparklplenty has numersous belly
spots, a stocking that runs well abov e the
hock on one hind leg, a band of white
above the knee on a foreleg, white at the
throatlatch, and a wide blaze.  He is also an
attractive, typey youngster whose dam was
a Cal-Bred Futurity winner and whose sire
has sired show champions.  Mike Davolina
says, “For people who have a problem with
a horse’s color, remember that it is not the
color that makes the hrose.”

For those interested in exploring
pinto markings on historic Arabians with
predominantly Crabbet lineage, Carol
Mulder’s book, The Imported Foundation
Stock of North America, Volume 2 in it’s
first edition has an interesting photo essay
depicting several horses who are purebred
pintos.  Among them are RMAR Flash, a
son of Witchdoctor (Garaff x Geybima)
and Hamatha (Borkaan x El Aroussa), who
has a bald face, a belly band of white, four
high stockings, and a particolored tail.
Also depicted is the purebed mare Lava
Ridge Poteka, whose markings seem
almost appaloosa-like in that she has a hind
stocking that extends into a patch of white
with chestnut spots in it, as well as a blaze
that hooks under her chin.  Unfortunately
Lava Ridge Poteka was not registered with
the purebed registry, though Mulder reports
her pedigree to be a blend of Crabbet,
Polish, and Davenport lines.

Another prominent source of
pinto markings in moderd purebreds is
*Bask, the breed’s leading sire of champi-
ons.  This author knows of two *Bask
daughters who qualify as pintos.  One,
Halali Windflower, is depicted in Mulder’s
book.  Halali Windflower is a pure Polish
mare out of Halali Winonah (*Lotnik x
Wika), and has white up the side of her
head disconnected from her wide blaze and
four stockings, one of which is well above
the knee on a foreleg.  Another is

Aarababa, whose dam Aariefla is
a double *Raffles granddaughter
by Aarief out of Wirdih Jameel.
Aarababa was registered as a foal
in the hope that she might turn
grey, but when she did not she was
sold without her papers to an
owner in Montana who subse-
quently raised a number of foals
from her and registered them as
partbreds.  In the mare’s old age
her purebred papers were restored
and thus her subsequent foals
were registered as purebreds.  A
few of her earlier foals were so
registered as well, with a resulting curios-
ity.  Her gelded son FQC Top Brass (by the
*Nizzam son Spellbinder) had been a
successful show horse when campaigned as
a Half-Arabian, winning regional and
national titles, including 1985 Canadian
Top Ten  Half-Arabian English Pleasure.
In 1989, with purebred papers newly
awarded, FQC Top Brass was named 1989
U.S. Top Ten Purebred English Pleasure
Horse - making him the only horse to be a
national winner in both the partbred and
purebred divisions.

The wins of FQC Top Brass are
typical of the pinto bloodlined horses of
the *Bask line, as many pinto marked
horses are of high quality and have enjoyed
considerable success in the show ring.

Another example of a *Bask line
pinto with National wins is the strawberry
roan pinto mare Strawberry Sting, whose
sire Exkalibor is a son of Tornado.  She is a
four-time Scottsdale Top Ten English
Pleasure winner and a 1990 Canadian Top
Ten English Pleasure winner.

A young triple *Bask stallion who
is also registered pinto is KS Star Quality,
who has four high stockings and a belly
spot.  He is a full brother to 1992 Region
16 Reserve Champion Sweepstakes Filly
KS Sierra (who also has pinto markings),
and is owned by Denny and Ursula
Platteter of Maple Plain, MN.  He is a son
of Region 16 Top Five Stallion Sensational
Bey (a *Bask great-grandson), and comes
from a long line of pinto mares who have
produced pinto markings.  His dam, KS
Siroune, is a pinto herself and is daughter
of th e*Bask son MS Santana.  KS Siroune
is a full sister to 1992 Region 16 Park
AOTR Champion KS Sevan, also a pinto
with liberal white splashes on his belly.  KS
Siroune is out of the pinto mare Aerial
Sierra, a daughter of Gdansk by *Bask.
The Gdansk pinto connection is quite a

strong one, as last spring this author was
sent photos of a pinto colt whose dam was
by Gdansk out of a daughter of the *Bask
son Fire Wind.  Gdansk’s full brother
Cognac has also sired a number of pinto-
marked horses, and his get have produced
these markings as well.  The Gdansk and
Cognac lines are strong in pinto marking
production.  *Bask’s paternal granddam,
the apparent source of the lavish white
markings; along with Negatiw, to whom
they also have a line.  Other *Bask sons
with pinto get and grandget seen by this
author include Fire Wind, Cal O Bask, and
Wisdom.

Russian Arabians are often noted
for their lavish white markings, originating
in three sources: the Crabbet horses
imported to Russia in 1936, Negativ (sire
of *Salon and grandsire of U.S. National
Champion Stallion *Mucat) and Arax (a
son of Amurath Sahib).  Many of the
Russian-related pintos seen by this writer
were grey, and had to be wetted down for
their pinto markings to be revealed.

For those who have seen many of
the pinto purebred Arabians, it is obvious
that there is no loss of quality due to their
color.  The old proverb rings true, “A good
horse is never of a bad color.”

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Spotted purebred Arabians?  Is
there really such a type of horse?  The anser
is an emphatic “yes!”  Spotted purebred Ara-
bians generally fall into a color pattern
known as Pinto.  That is, a solid body with
excessive white splashes and spots on the
body and legs.  In the Pinto world, they are
known as overos.  There are NO tobiano
color patterns in the purebred Arabian, only
the overo, as these are cropout or recessive
color white genes.

The most predominant markings
are called splash white, which gives the ap-
pearance of a horse which has jumped into a
bucket of paint and splashed its legs, belly,
and sides.  The other type of marking is
sabino.  Similar to splash white, sabino mark-
ings are lacier with speckled markings or
spots covering the body which, from a dis-
tance, tend to give an “Appaloosa effect.”

All Arabian bloodlines carry the
recessive white gene which creates the ex-
cessive white.  Many cite the Crabbet blood-
lines as its source.  However, the gene traces
beyond this bloodline.

Both sire and dam must carry the
recessive white gene to produce a spotted
foal.  Breeding a mare with high white and a
wide blaze to a stallion with no white mark-
ings, or very little white, will result in a foal
with one to four white legs and a blaze, with
an occasional body spot.  However, mating
two horses with the high white and wide
blazes increases the chance of spotted foals
or foals with excessive white to almost 100
percent.

Also, if these horses have wide
blazes or bald white faces, they tend to have
what all spotted horses have in common: the
light eye, commonly called white, blue
marble, glass, watch eye, ect.  Eye color is
inherited and offspring may have at least one,
possibly both, light colored eyes.  Some eyes
will only have a fleck, while others range
from half-colored to all light.  Many times,
instead of dark coloring around a dark cen-
ter, horses have a human-looking eye -- white
sclera around the dark.  This generally ap-
pears in horses which have white makeup or
excessive white on their faces.  There is noth-
ing wrong with these types of eyes in the
spotted Arabian as this is a normal trait in
spotted horses.

Arabians with enough white to be
called spotted can be double registered with
the Arabian Horse Registry (AHR) and the
Pinto Horse Association (PtHA).  They can-
not be registered in the American Paint
Horse Association (APHA) as Paint horses
are stock type horses.  The PtHA recongnizes
all types and divides them into four groups:
Stock, Hunter, Saddle, and Pleasure.  The
Arabians are known as the Pleasure type.
The PtHA requires a specified amount of
body white, which includes the underbelly.
Legs or face markings do not count if they
are within a certain perimeter.  PtHA will
register all qualifying Arabians with excess
white markings, but require a copy of the
registration certificate from AHR, completed
Pinto registration papers, three photos de-
picting both sides and frontal views, and the

appropriate fee.  Geldings and mares are eli-
gible for registration even if they only have
one spot anywhere on the body, such as a
belly spot.  All stallions must have visible
white on the body.

The AHR will register these foals
and their color markings, with all white body
markings recorded on the papers if re-
quested.  However, spotted Arabians have
been outcasts in the Arabian circles for years.
The old-time breeders knew that the spotted
Arabian existed, but were schooled to ignore
their existence.  However, there are spotted
horses in all breeds.

In the 1800s, the Crabbet Stud was
established in England.  They imported many
desert Arabians.  Among them were two fa-
mous stallions:  the stocking-legged, body-
spotted Mesaoud and the grey Mahruss I,
whose maternal grandam was one of the 11
mares lsited as parti-colored in the Abbas
Pasha records.  During the first part of this
century, many Crabbet horses were imported
to the United States and Canada, and brought
their white genes with them as part of their
genetic makeup.  These horses were made
popular by many breeders, perhaps the most
famous of which was the Kellogg Ranch.

Although true Arabians in history
were all colors and even spotted, when they
were imported to the U.S. and Canada, many
people didn’t want the excess color, as too
much white in that time era was discrimi-
nated against.  As a result, the majority of
imported horses were solid colored.  How-
ever, the “hidden” white gene in these solid
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colored horses, while not visible, was present
and would still crop out when the cross was
right.  Try as they would, breeders have never
been able to eliminate the recessive white
gene.  In past times, the fate of the spotted
Arabian foal was something no one dis-
cussed.  Some were often sold at auction
without papers.  Some breeders actually de-
stroyed the foals at birth rather then have it
known that their stock produced the spotted
horses.  The fact remains, however, that these
horses are still purebred Arabians and of
value to those who like horses with color.
Today, the spotted horse is increasing in
popularity.  Color lovers can have the best
of both worlds - a registered purebred Ara-
bian and a registered Pinto.

Before the Arabian show circuit in
existence today, Arabians were shown in
open shows against other breeds.  Many
other breed owners frowned on or disquali-
fied horses with excessive white.  The Pinto
horse encountered the same problem.
Gradually, the standard changed and defi-
nite specifications for each class were insti-
tuted.  Today, a horse is judged on perfor-
mance and conformation, not on its color,
and in most cases, the extra white is becom-
ing popular, not only because the Arabian is
beautiful, intelligent, people-oriented, and an

easy keeper, but also because the varied
markings make each horse unique.  Pinto
breeders often seek them out as breeding
stock to refine their bloodlines.

Despite the fact that some books
state purebred Arabians have never been
spotted, researchers of Arabian history will
discover the Arabian is available with all
types of white markings and all colors, in-
cluding greys which fade to white.  The
desert tribes had traditions regarding the
markings.  White patches on the side, com-
monly known as wings, meant speed.  Lady
Wentworth of the Crabbet Stud sated that
some of the very best bloodlines carred white
and she thought it was rather nice to look at.
The bottom line is, regardless of preference,
one must please oneself.  Color and mark-
ings are a matter of personal choice.  As
Arabian show ring trends and breeding tastes
change, the one thing that doesn’t seem to
change is the white spots and splashes that
just keep appearing.

As a writer, I am always
searching for information; always
gathering news and observing trends
related to horse lovers. This isn’t
limited to breeding, raising, feeding
and showing. It goes much further than
that. Today, horse lovers have broad-
ened into psychology, fashion, legisla-
tion and all manner of discoveries,
coming at us in a bombardment of
information like never before.

Like all of us, I find this
information on TV, in magazines,
papers, newsletters, radio, Internet, at
seminars, conventions, lectures and in
the movies. And, like many of us, I
wonder why more of it isn’t on the
sports pages of my local newspaper.

Recently, an editorial in one of
the foremost horse magazines illus-
trated the scope of this question. I’ve
been observing the writings of this
editor for a while now, because very
few minds in animal husbandry dare to
say out loud what he is expressing.
This particular editorial caught my
attention as if it was written in bold
print.

What was he saying that “hit
the mark?” He was telling it like it is.

He was saying that, as a kid,
he knew the make of a gun better than
he knew anything about horses. Put
into today’s perspective, kids know
guns, cars and drugs better than they
know horses. Why is this?

With all the media we have at
our disposal, where are horses while
these kids are growing up? Have they
just evaporated into thin air?

For an answer, I went to a
place where I so often do my best

thinking. I went to a horse show. I
looked around at all the people. I
studied the artists and vendors at their
booths. I felt the sense of excitement
and the pulsing murmur of voices. It
was good. It was creative.

It was inspired by the love of
horses.

But, was the local newspaper
covering this gathering of people? An
estimated twenty-thousand people
walked through the gates of that show
in two days. Did reporters cover the
event? I didn’t see any.

So, I asked myself: Why not? I
asked myself why so many people
must stumble into our world of horses
instead of knowing about it as well as
they know about baseball, or football
or golf? And, just like the magazine
editor I mentioned at the beginning of
this article, I knew the power to
change this was in our own hands.

But, how do we make such
changes? Actually, it’s as simple as
taking a piece of clay in my studio and
shaping it into whatever you want it to
be. The clay can be compared to
“Life.” And you, as the artist, can
transform that clay into whatever you
want it to be.

I guess, after a lifetime of
working with clay and paints, I do
make it sound easier than what it is.
But, not really. You see, making a
sculpture in clay — or a painting, a
book, a song or anything creative — is
a matter of making the right choices
and decisions leading up to the objec-
tive you hold in mind. If the objective
is to raise the profile of our horses in
the public eye, it means reaching out

to decision-makers who speak to the
public.

Every horse show, every dog
show, every pet expo is a public event.
It’s news in the town, county and state
in which it happens. It’s news when
thousands of people attend a special
event.

Spreading this news isn’t just
up to the “powers that be.” It’s up to
the players, themselves, too. If your
horse wins a class, or your dog show
business has something new to offer,
these things are of interest to the
general public. It doesn’t hurt to type
them up as a brief report and send
them to a newspaper editor.

If enough horse lovers send
reports of their victories to their local
newspapers, radio stations and TV
stations, these places will report them.
If not, then ask why. Do whatever you
must to make your stories interesting
enough — important enough — for
news coverage. That’s how public
opinion is shaped: just like a piece of
clay. And this kind of clay is in the
hands of horse lovers like you.

When something like this is
written for the paper, or radio or TV,
it’s called a ‘press release.’ There isn’t

really a special format for press
releases, except that they include
certain basic information. Be sure your
press release is typewritten, that it
includes the name of the organization
holding the event, the person a re-
porter should contact for more infor-
mation and a concise report of what
happened (or what is going to happen).
Brief and to the point is best when it
comes to these things. And make sure
everything is spelled correctly!

How do we know if an editor is going
to run our story?

You don’t. All you can be sure
of, is that the editor (or someone in the
newsroom) has seen your story ... they
might run it or they might not. But,
you can count on them noticing if you
submit another story on down the line.
And, eventually, they could very well
start publishing your reports. Espe-
cially if other horse lovers in your area
are doing the same thing. That kind of
activity catches their attention.

Any other advice?

Yes. A
lot of horse
lovers are afraid
of sending out
press releases.
Yet the more
publicity horse
lovers get, the
stronger our
numbers will
be. This will
have an impact
on everything
affecting horses
in our town, our
state and our
whole country.
Most important,
it means those
kids we talked
about will see
how their love
of horses can be
the ticket to a
whole new
world.
